Students entering the ninth or tenth grade who want to apply for 
admission to CommArts can complete an application. Applications are 
available online through our website.
Only applicants who meet all admissions requirements AND submit 
a completed application by the deadline will be entered into the 
lottery. Acceptances are conditional on end-of-year grades, discipline, 
attendance, and standardized testing. Accepted students are expected 
to maintain these standards until matriculation and are encouraged to 
take their AP exams.
