We understand that parents and caregivers would like to 
help children become safer, more confident explorers of the 
online world. So how can you:

• Help protect your family online? 
• Choose the right parental controls?
• Empower children to safely explore online?

Keeping your family safe online

Search
Every time you search, Google’s ranking 
systems sort through hundreds of billions 
of webpages to give you relevant and 
useful results in a fraction of a second.

These include safety algorithms that help 
to prevent shocking or harmful content 
from appearing in results for queries that 
aren’t seeking them out.



Keeping your family safe online

Scan the QR code

SafeSearch
Help filter or blur explicit content so you 
get the search results you’re looking for.

SafeSearch filter is already on by default 
for children and teens (under 18), with 
options for parents and schools to lock this 
on for supervised minors. 



Easily manage your children's 
SafeSearch settings directly from your 
own Search page by doing a quick 
search for “Google parental controls.” 

Or, you can use the Family Link App.
